“My shivering whippet, Bruno, was the inspiration for
me to pick up the knitting needles after nearly 30 years
as he needed a jumper to keep his skinny bones warm,
and | couldn’t buy one to fit him! | am so glad of this as
my passion for the craft became a way of life for me, so
much so that | have now fulfilled my dream and written a
book, Dogs in Jumpers (14.99, Pavillion).

Writing this book was a very exciting process. | began
by choosing a colour palette, selecting yarn and choosing
the dog models to design for. | know most of the dogs so
had a good idea what would suit them! | researched lots
of vintage patterns to revitalise some wonderful textured
stitches that haven't been seen for decades and designed
my jumpers and coats around this.

| think it is really important to have a hard copy of a
pattern rather than just something on a screen, as you
can write on it as you go, tick off rows, etc, and mark
where you are when you have to put your knitting down!

I realise that no one will want to write on the pages of a
lovely book, so | just
